The Early Years--1943-1952

Bishop Clinton Simon Quin, third Bishop of the Episcopal
Diocese of Texas, anticipated the founding of a significant number
of new missions in the Greater Houston Area in the late thirties,
prior to World War II. In 1938 he dispatched Gordon Reese to
"minister to Episcopalians within the Pasadena area." The Rev.
Mr. Reese, Rector of the Episcopal Church of the Redeemer,
arrived and began to make his parochial calls--on his bicycle.

In the spring of 1938, Marie Turley, as Sunday School
Teacher from the Church of the Redeemer serving the children of
the newly founded mission in Pasadena, reported 10 children under
her care. The Church of St. Peter's was named by William R. H.
Pennington, who would later become the first head of the Bishop's
Committee; it was the name of his home parish church in England.
In its initial stage, St. Peter's met in the home of Mr. and Mrs.
Sanford L. Swasey at 514 Wafer.

Because of Mrs. Swasey's connection with the Pasadena
Red Cross, the fledgling mission was able to move to the Red

Cross Room on Davis street, where the Pasadena Police Station
